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 Biographical Information 

Dr. Kreuter is a public health consultant who focuses on the strategic planning, implementation, and evaluation of community-based public health programs and health education.  In 2000, he retired as a Distinguished Scientist/Fellow at Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) in Atlanta where he served first as the Director of the Division of Health Education and then as Director the Division of Chronic Disease Control and Community Intervention..  Dr. Kreuter and his co-workers at CDC refined the epidemiologic study of physical activity, initiated research and programs focused on the early detection of breast cancer, added a greater emphasis on school health, and created the Planned Approach to Community Health (PATCH).     
He has studied and researched the theory of social capital in an attempt to better understand whether the presence or absence of social capital may be associated with the effectiveness of community-based health improvement initiatives.  This area of inquiry has re-kindled his interest in Horst Rittel’s original thesis that problems may be classed as “wicked” or “tame” and that there are important distinctions between the two.  Most contemporary health problems are “wicked” and traditional problem solving approaches are not effective in resolving them.  Dr. Kreuter is exploring how a bias for this perspective might change some principle assumptions currently held for efforts to address health problems and measure impact of those efforts.  

He holds Adjunct Professorships in the Rollins School of Public Health at Emory University in Atlanta, and in the School of Public Health at St. Louis University in St. Louis, Missouri. He is co-author, with Dr. Lawrence W. Green, of Health Promotion Planning: An Educational and Ecological Approach (3rd edition) and is principal author of: Community Health Promotion Ideas That Work: A Field Book for Practitioners.  

During his career, Dr, Kreuter has received numerous awards including the John P. McGovern Medal for distinguished contributions to health education, the Distinguished Fellow Award, the highest honor awarded by the Society for Public Health Education, the Healthtrac Foundation’s Award for Excellence in Health Education, and the Distinguished Service Award for Health Promotion from the American Public Health Association.
